Large freestanding folded boards seem almost
ominous, while others, leaning against the walls,
give the impression of fragility. The installation
in the space gives the works added value by
strengthening Rhodes's visual language, which
deals with ideas of advertising and materiality
inaway thatis grounded in art history.
